Beijing, China: Dca Climate 
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During the winter Beijing receives very little rainfall as a result of the strong Siberian High. When winter mid-latitude cyclones do pass through the area, they are often occluded and do not yield much precipitation. Most of Beijing’s precipitation falls in the summer months due to the Asian Monsoon and Maiu Front. Beijing’s northern latitude and inland location produces a huge range of annual temperatures. Winter temperatures are influenced by the Siberian High and summer temperatures are influenced by warm, moist, sea-modified cT air.   

Dalian, China: Dcb Climate
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Dalian is a coastal city located on the Liaodong Bandaq peninsula in Northern China. Precipitation is low in the winters and max in the summer months.  August and September receive the most precipitation due to the Maiu Front and delayed stages of the Indian Monsoon. Temperatures are slightly modified because of Dalian’s coastal location. During the winter, cold Siberian air mixes with mT air resulting in cold, foggy conditions. Summers are generally pleasant with rain in the late summer and early fall months.  

Shanghai, China: Cf Climate
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Shanghai means "on the sea." The city lies on China's eastern sea coast, just south of the Yangtze river estuary. Shanghai’s climate is similar to London’s climate. Winter temperatures are mild due to sea-modified cP air. Summer months are warm. Shanghai receives most of its annual rain in June through October when the Indian Monsoon and the Maiu Front progress northward. Late Monsoon rains are often associated with typhoons.      

Chongqing, China: Cw Climate
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Chongqing China is located in central China, east of Southern Tibet. Winter temperatures are influenced by the cold Siberian High and a cold NW flow. Winter precipitation is limited because of strong subsidence. Summer temperatures are warm; fohn winds sometimes influence this region. Summer rainfall is at a max because of the  Indian Monsoon. Chongqing has two distinct precipitation peaks, one in July and one in October. The first max is a result of the Maiu rains, the second results from a weakening STH in the Western Pacific and a second wave of monsoonal moisture.   

Bankok, Thailand: Aw Climate

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Bangkok’s climate is warm year round due to its location north of the equator. There are three distinct seasons in Thailand. November through February is tropical cool. Precipitation is limited during these months due to NW Siberian air flow. March, April and May are hot; precipitation begins to increase as the Indian Monsoon approaches. June through October is rainy and slightly cooler. October receives the max precipitation.     

Singapore, Singapore Ar

Singapore’s winters are influenced by a shallow Siberian High. The Tibetan Lee Convergence Zone, coupled with the convergence of the westerlies, and trades bring three principle convergence zones to this area. May is the hottest months due to clear, spring skies. Summers are warm, humid and rainy due to the onset of the Indian Monsoon. 

Lhasa, China: H Climate
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Lhasa, known as the “Rooftop of the world” is located high on the Tibetan plateau. It’s elevation is high resulting in major insolation. The climate is not as harsh as people imagine it to be, however, temperatures drop rapidly at night due to massive loss of long-wave radiation. May and June are transitional months, high winds and dust storms are frequent. Summer months are mild and rainy, as a result of the Indian Monsoon. July and August total half of Tibet’s annual precipitation. Winters are cold and dry to the strong Siberian High. 

Jaipuer, India Bsh

The Summer Monsoon rain occurs when the moist air in the SW air flow gets significant disturbance.  

Esfahan, Iran Bsk

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The Bsk climate regions experiences warm, semi-arid temperatures in the summer, and cool, moderate temperatures in the winter.  The Bsk climate gets very little rain year round, and is also partly linked to the Tibetan Plateau jet stream.  The precipitation in these regions are mostly characterized by seasonality, interannual variability, sharp regionality, and heavy downpours (when any at all).

Tehran, Iran BW

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The Bw climate region is extremely dry and arid throughout most of the year.  The western portion of Asia experiencing Bw climate is extremely harsh and therefore limits civilization due to the extreme dryness.  Most of the landscape is this region is dominated by large sand dunes.  The reasons for the harshness in the summer months are due mainly to vast plains in the north preventing the cP air masses to come through and disburse moisture from the south.  During the winter months the STH settles and also deceases the amount of moisture let in from the north.

Kabul, Afghanistan BS
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The Bs climate regions are semi-arid, with warm temperatures in the summer months and cool temperatures in the winter months.  The reason for such seasonality are due mainly to the cP and cT air masses over taking the region and limiting the amount of moisture and precipitation.  Most of the land is still occupied by nomadic tribes and is therefore limits the amount of data being collected from this area.

Qiemo, China BWk

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The Bwk climate is can best be characterized as a dry, arid climate region that receives very little precipitation year round.  The most unique aspect of the Bwk climate is that it is very cold for a strong portion of the year, and also depending on where the area is located the landscape can change significantly.  Some areas contain large sand dunes in a mixed-desert atmosphere and some areas are on the complete opposite side of the spectrum, containing lush, boreal forest.  The most drastic temperature fluctuation occurs during the winter months.
