Course Objectives:

This seminar is designed to provide an overview of adolescent health and development in both national and international contexts. Drawing from a range of disciplines including anthropology, public health, psychology, and family studies, we will critically examine existing research on adolescent health and discuss underlying assumptions, research methodologies, and findings.  Topics include: the social contexts of adolescent development; body image and dieting; nutrition, obesity and physical activity; adolescent sexuality; teen pregnancy; HIV/AIDs and STDs; tobacco and alcohol use; mental health; and youth violence. Gender-sensitive and age appropriate prevention and intervention strategies will be discussed in relation to each of these topics.

Course Requirements:

1. Class presentations:

Each student will work with a partner during several class periods to present the readings for that week. For that class, you and your partner will be responsible for leading the class discussion, for summarizing important points and issues from the readings, and for preparing an outline of each of the readings for distribution to your fellow students.

2.  Response papers:

For each class session, you are required to hand in a 1-2 page paper that summarizes in an integrative fashion your critique or impression of at least 2 of the articles you’ve read.  In your paper, you might highlight one or two important themes from the readings; raise questions/issues which come to mind when reading the articles; discuss your subjective response to the paper (Does the discussion adequately reflect the analyses and findings? Does the methodology seem appropriate for the research? Did you find the paper useful or thought provoking?).  There is no critique paper due on the days that you are leading the discussion.

3.  Class paper: 

 Each student will be required to write a 15-20 page paper on a topic related to adolescent health. The paper can either be independent research on a subject of interest or a review of two books on a specific topic related to adolescent health.  I will meet with students individually to discuss ideas and appropriate readings.  More detailed guidelines and suggestions will be provided later in the semester.

4.  Readings:
